Friends 
 

Rich indeed is the person who has friends.  Poor beyond description is 
the person without friends.  We remember Scrooge in The Christmas 
Carol who was surrounded by wealth but also with loneliness, unhappi-
ness, and meaninglessness.  Only when he became a friend did he gain 
friends and find fulfillment in his wretched existence.  Some of the 
world’s greatest stories are about friendship.  In the Bible there is 
the friendship of David and Jonathan who loved each other “as his 
own soul” (see 1 Samuel 18:1-4).  In legend there is the story of 
Damon and Pythias, two Greek youths of Syracuse.  Pythias was con-
demned to death by Dionysius but was allowed to leave the city to put 
his affairs in order because Damon promised to die in his place if he 
failed to return.  Pythias was delayed and arrived just in time to save 
Damon from death. Dionysius was so impressed by this display of 
friendship that he pardoned Pythias and asked the two to become his 
friends.  Then there is the friendship between Jesus and his disci-
ples.  Jesus said, “Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down 
one’s life for his friends.  You are my friends if you do whatever I 
command you” (John 15:13, 14).  These three friendships emphasize 
that true friends think more of giving than receiving, that true 
friends are loyal, that true friends seek the best for others, that 
true friends rejoice in the successes of others and weep over misfor-
tunes.  Solomon said, “A man who has friends must himself be 
friendly, But there is a friend who sticks closer than a 
brother” (Proverbs 18:24).   Joseph Parry wrote, “Make new friends, 
but keep the old; Those are silver, these are gold.”  If we will take a 
moment, even go out of our way, to greet everyone we meet, it will 
make a difference.  Let’s be aware of the need to greet people, espe-
cially those who visit our worship assemblies, and see how both the 
greeter and the greeted are affected.  And let us all seek to be 
friends of Jesus by doing what he commands.
