“O For A Thousand Tongues To Sing” 
 

Several years ago a group of about twenty people from the church where I was 

preaching in Texas accompanied me to England for a VBS and Campaign.  Sev-

eral things impressed me about the place of worship and the worshippers in 

that ancient town in England.  First, the building was old, as were many struc-

tures in England.  Someone told me that England was there long before America 

was here.  They said, “America is only 200 years old and you tear down most 

of what you build.  Here in England we have structures that are a 1000 years 

old and we preserve them.”  I was also reminded that the Restoration Move-

ment was known in England long before people began to call for the Restoration 

of New Testament Christianity in America.  Second, the church we visited 

drank the fruit of the vine during communion from two “trophy cups”--large 

ornate silver cups with two handles on the sides.  We all drank from those two 

cups with each person turning it a bit so as not to drink directly from each 

other.  Of course, after the cup was turned a few times we did drink after 

each other!  I recalled that many years before an outbreak of tuberculosis 

caused a doctor to tell the elders in an East Texas church that they would be-

gin using individual cups or “I will close you down.”  So, they did--still one cup 

(the contents in memory of Christ’s blood), but many containers.  Third, the 

singing in England was superb.  The song book had only the words (no notes), 

but the people knew the songs and they all sang with vigor.  One of the songs I 

remember was the great Charles Wesley hymn, “O For A Thousand Tongues to 

Sing.”  The song says, “O for a thousand tongues to sing My great Redeemer’s 

praise, The glories of my God and King, The triumphs of His grace!”  The last 

verse of the song states, “My gracious Master and my God, Assist me to pro-

claim, To spread through all the earth aboard The honors of Thy name.” I will 

never forget that little group of Christians in far off England--who they were 

and where they met, but most of all, what they taught us.  They taught us 

that communion is sacred and the containers are unimportant.   They taught us 

to sing great hymns with meaning and power.  They taught us to slow down and 

avoid hurrying through worship (they always took the time to read an entire 

chapter from the Old Testament and from the New Testament).  They taught 

us to give when most of them had little to give.  They taught us to pray fer-

vently and from hearts that longed for God.  And they taught us to hear the 

preaching (hardly a person moved or made a sound during the lesson).  It was a 

long time ago, but it was a teaching moment.  Could we learn anything from 

them?
