The Nation and the Church 
Both the nation and the church are confronted by the Post modern mindset.  
What does this mean and how does it affect the nation and the church? 
     Postmodernism - Let us remember that the Postmodern world of the west 
(before 1700) generally believed that truth is a matter of revelation from God 
as contained in Scripture.  The Modern world (1700-1900) was the time of the 
Renaissance (rebirth), also called the Enlightenment and believed that truth was 
to be found in the Bible and in the increased knowledge of man.  The Postmod-
ern world (1900- present) rejected the concept of objective truth as revealed 
in Scripture and relied upon the idea that truth was whatever men thought it 
to be.  Contradictory points of view could both be considered truth because 
there is no standard and what is truth for one person may not be truth for 
another.  The Postmodern mindset has led us to chaotic ideas and practices.  
This mindset has been detrimental to the nation and to the church. 
     In the nation - Extreme Postmodernism in our county has rejected “the 
faith of our fathers” and has concluded that the founders of the nation were 
ignorant, bigoted, and irrational individuals who were deists who rejected God 
and the Bible and believed in “the separation of church and state.”  So Post-
moderns seek to rewrite history so as to remove faith in God from the foun-
ders, the Declaration of Independence, and the Constitution.  This in spite of 
the fact that the founders placed God in their public statements and writings 
and placed Scripture quotations and the name of God in public places.  Where 
has Postmodern thinking led us?  We have sought to eliminate the God from our 
lives and the mention of God from our public platforms.  We have robbed mil-
lions of the unborn to have life, and we have approved other practices that are 
an abomination to God.  Are we better people because of the influences of 
Postmodernism than were our forebearers who were people of faith?  Let the 
record answer. 
     In the Church - We have come to the place in the history of the church 
that many of us have rejected the plain teaching of Scripture as “not meaning 
what is says,” or “not applicable to us because it was written for another cul-
ture,” or “it does not agree with what I want to believe.”  So, we have re-
placed the sacred Word with human opinion and practiced things foreign to the 
letter and the spirit of the Bible.  Churches are divided, families are heart-
broken, and many never stop to ask, “What does the Bible say?”  Our heritage 
is scoffed at, our fathers are looked upon as biased, ignorant, and naïve. Peo-
ple who disagree with the Postmodern approach to religion are considered to be 
traditional, shortsighted, and out of touch.  Are we better because of all this?  
Look around for the answer and ask the question, “If we continue on the pre-
sent path, will our grandchildren be able to identify the church of the New 
Testament among us in the years ahead or will they have to start all over?
