How to Participate in a Sermon
The responsibility of preaching. The preacher works under a mandate
from heaven. He is charged by God to "preach the word"” (2 Tim. 4:2).
For a presentation to qualify as a sermon, the word of God must be
proclaimed when it is popular and when it is not. The preacher must
“convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching” (2 Tim.
4:2). He accepts the word as a revelation from God (1 Cor. 2:10). He
is a serious student of this revelation and accepts it
as authoritative (1 Pet. 4:11). He seeks to be a skilled interpreter
and expositor of God's revelation as he asks three question: What
does it say? What does it mean? How does it apply? He immerses
the message of God in prayer and presents it with love, humility, kind-
ness, and great boldness (Eph. 4:15; 2 Tim. 2:24-26; Phil. 1:20).
Preaching has been defined as "the presentation of the word of God
through human personality.” While the personality cannot be elimi-
nated, the emphasis is always upon the message.
The place of preaching. God has ordained that his word be preached
to the world (Mk. 16:15) and to the church (Acts 20:7, 27) to the end
that the lost be saved and that the saved be edified (Act 20:32).
The preacher, the lost, and the saved should take preaching seriously.
The participation in preaching. The preacher participates in preaching
by proclamation. The audience participates by hearing. As a hearer
one should be alert, open his Bible, and ask, "What would God have me
to learn and practice from this message?” When there is active hear-
ing such problems as daydreaming, sleeping, absenteeism, and a myriad
of other things are solved. When the preacher fulfills his responsi-
bilities and the hearers fulfill theirs, good things happen and God is
glorified. When a sermon is presented be sure to pray for the
preacher, participate in the message, and allow yourself to be trans-
formed.
