“The Cost of Discipleship” 
 

“Whoever of you does not forsake all that he  
has cannot be my disciple” - Luke 14:33 

 

A few months ago Philip Ganta, a native of the Middle East, visited the 

church in Benton and reported on his work for the Lord in one of the 

most difficult fields in the entire world--the Middle East.  We were 

impressed by Philip’s dedication, boldness, and success in preaching the 

gospel in that part of the world.  In a recent email from Philip, he was 

telling of his recent successes in reaching people with the gospel and the 

dangers of preaching in the Middle East.  Philip recently baptized 12 

men (2 from Pakistan, 1 from Bangladesh, and 9 from India).  Thus far 

in 2010 he has baptized 47 people for a total of 696 since he began 

this work.  Let me tell you more about the 12.  They have no place to 

meet for studying the Bible or breaking bread.  So, they meet outside.  

It is illegal to meet in homes and the Bible is taught under the threat 

of death at the hand of the authorities.  Philip met with the 12 and 

taught the Bible and answered questions until 2 am.  The 12 wanted to 

be baptized, so Philip sent some of his students to the sea to make sure 

it was safe to go there to baptize.  When they returned with a favor-

able report, Philip took the 12 to the sea and baptized them into Christ 

under the cover of darkness.  Does Philip fear for his life?  Here are 

his words: “I am grateful to God for his leading and guidance in my life 

to be his servant.  We know the danger of what we do.... But, I never 

fear (at) any time; I know I may have to do more work (and) bring many 

people...and train many people as much as possible.  John 9:4 -- ‘As 

long as it is day, I must do the work of him who sent me.  Night is 

coming, when no one can work.’  I believe I am the day.  I know that I 

have to see the night in my life one day.  But, I never think about 

night; I will think about the light and how precious it is....” Now, some 

questions.  Have I ever taken a risk for Christ?  Have I ever spoken 

His work under the threat of death?  Have I ever been in danger for 

Christ?  A faith too easily gained is too easily forfeited.  Why do so 

many of us find it difficult to get to church on Sunday?  Or, Sunday 

night?  Why do we find it so difficult to speak to someone about 

Christ?  Where is our faith?  What is our commitment to Christ costing 

us?
