"It Was In Your Heart"
(1 Kings 8:18)

David, Israel's greatest king, longed to build a house for God in Jeru-
salem. However, the dream of David to build the temple was never
realized. Instead, God told David He would allow Solomon his son to
build the Jerusalem temple. Following the death of David, Solomon
planned and built the temple which was dedicated to the service of
God in the City of David. The temple was completed after a building
process of seven years, and when it was finished Solomon dedicated
the house to "the name of the Lord God of Israel” (1 Kings 8:20). God
accepted the temple and "the glory of the Lord filled the house of
the Lord" (1 Kings 8:11). Here is an inferesting sidelight: It was in
the heart of David to build the temple, but he did not get it done.
However, God said, "Whereas it was in your heart to build a temple
for My name, you did well that it was in your heart.” How many
dreams of doing something great for God go unfulfilled in our lives as
well? We may wish to serve God perfectly, but we fail to live up to
the best we know. We may wish o bring more people to Christ than
we ever will. We may wish to do more in missions than we ever will ac-
complish. We may wish to sing better, to pray more fervently, to give
more, to observe the Supper more worthily, to study the Bible with
greater understanding only to find that we fall short of our goals.
Yet, "you did well that it was in your heart.” Why is this so? It is be-
cause that those who seek to do better or more, even if at last the
goal goes unrealized, ultimately will do better and accomplish more
that those who did not try. As someone has observed, "It is better to
try and fail at last, than to say the need for trying is past.” Those
who dream, who set goals, and who try to become more and to do bet-
ter will always accomplish more than those who do not. Think about it.
