"Nones”

The "Cover Story” for USA Today, Monday, March 9, 2009, reveals
the results of a new American Religious Identification Survey which
states that nearly all American churches have reported losses in
membership over the past twenty years. What may be even more sur-
prising is the fact that when pollsters ask people about their religious
identity, 15% said "None." That figure is up from 8% since 1990.
Vermont leads the U. S. in "Nones" with 34%, outnumbering every
other religious group. In South Carolina the "Nones" have more than
tripled, from 3% to 10%, since 1990. What has led to these trends?
Those surveyed said that they had left churches with which they
were formally associated because they were looking for more than
how to feel good about themselves; that they were looking for more
"doctrine;" and that they were desiring more teaching on “values” in
order to find challenges to live better. Some of the "Nones” said that
they were not members of any religious group because they "believed
in themselves;" that they didn't want to hear "thou shalt" and "thou
shalt not;" and that they could not support “organized religion." I
couldn't help but wonder about how many people in our country still
call themselves believers and still attend some church, not out of any
deep commitment, but only because they “like” what is happening
there. T also think about those in the church who attend some, give
some, serve some, but who have never yet acknowledged the Lordship
of Christ in their lives. I wonder about those who are out on the
fringe, who do not study God's Word, who seldom pray, and who live by
their own standards. In a very practical way, should these folks be
asked about their religious identity, would the correct answer be,
“None?"
