The Religious Scene 
     It seems that each generation has been tagged with a label.  Those born 
before 1925 have been called Builders because they formed the backbone of 
our nation and the church in America.  Those born between 1926-1945 have 
been called the Silent generation because they lived in the shadow of the pre-
vious generation and were soon outnumbered by the next generation.  Those 
born between 1946-1964 have been called by the famous title Boomers.  They 
were visionary and idealistic, but the most self-absorbed and arrogant genera-
tion of history.  60% of them dropped out of organized religion (after they be-
gan to marry and have children, many of them returned); they were success 
oriented; and they believed they could change the world (historians will deter-
mine how successful they were).  Those born between 1965-1981 were called 
Busters or Generation X or the 13th Generation (because they were the 13th 
generation to grow up under the American flag).  For them the family was 
busted, the economy was busted, and the environment was busted.  Those born 
since 1981 have been called the Millennials because they began their college 
and work careers after 2000.  They are the electronic kids and seek to be en-
tertained.  How are the Millennials doing in religion?  According to a survey 
taken by the Pew Research Center and reported in USA Today newspaper, they 
are less religiously affiliated than their elders.  That’s disheartening since 
their elders are not all that involved.  The Millennials do not want to be 
“branded” so they are “independent” politically and “non-denominational” relig-
iously.  Politically they are for “bigger government” with “more services,” but 
have no clue as to how we should pay for them, and religiously they believe in 
“various ways to God” and 63% believe that homosexuality is an acceptable way 
to live.  They are religious but do not want to belong to mainline churches and 
they seek churches where human reason, as to how church is done, reigns su-
preme.  They have no patience with “going through the motions” or what they 
call “hypocrisy” in religion.  For this reason they are turned off by the older 
generation.  They are interested in helping others.  How can the Millennials be 
reached?  First, we must be genuine and live what we say we believe.  Second, 
we must actively be in the people business as we serve the needs of others.  
Third, we must convince them by our words and deeds that there is a Word 
from God that is the final standards in religion.  They already accept stan-
dards in the rules of sporting events, how electronics work, and what is fair.  
Is it not reasonable and necessary to have a universal standard for fairness, 
right and wrong, and in religion?  Perhaps the best thing we can do is to ac-
tively live our faith.  Otherwise we lose a generation...and ourselves.
