The Silent Pulpit

It was recently reported in Christianity Today magazine that a Dutch
preacher for the Protestant Church in the Netherlands could keep his
preaching post even though he had written a book titled Believing in a
God That Does Not Exist. He claimed in his book that he believes in
the idea of God but not in the existence of an actual God. The church
assembly said that his views are similar to other liberal preachers in
the denomination. This report reminds us of the decision of the Epis-
copal Church of America condoning the appointment of preachers who
are practicing homosexuals. The same magazine also reported that
the Methodist Church of England is prepared o go out of existence
as it contemplates a possible reunion with the Church of England,
from which it departed in 1795. This reminds us of the followers of
Martin Luther who left Roman Catholicism and, against the pleas of
their leader, formed the Lutheran Church of Germany. What can be
learned from reports like these? When a person, or a group of peo-
ple, lay aside the solid bedrock foundation of God's Word and build
their belief system upon the shifting sand of human opinion there is
no way to calculate where they will end up. When folks begin to follow
rationalism (human thought) they may not intend to go off the deep
end, and it may take some fime to get there, but when people are on a
sea of speculation there is no telling in what port they will eventually
anchor. When the Bible ceases to be the standard of authority for
what is believed, taught, and practiced, one may say, "We would never
go that far,” but the reply is, "Why not?" If Scripture is not the
standard in the “little things,” why is it any longer the standard in the
"big things?" Somewhere I read that if one is faithful in the little he
will be faithful in the much (see Luke 16:10). When one starts down
the slippery slope of "believe what you like" he will usually pick up
speed and eventually crash at the bottom. The better decision is to
"speak as the oracles of God" (1 Peter 4:11). If one wishes to end up
right, he should seek to start out right. Pulpits with an indistinct
message silence the voice of God.
