Appropriate Dress

I recently read an article, written by a professional, which gave advice to
young people on how to dress when going for a job interview. The advice was
that they should dress appropriately. It would seem that this would be a
given—-dress appropriately. The article suggested that sandals, flip—flops,
shorts, t-shirts with messages, mini skirts, boys wearing no socks, and body
piercing be eliminated as inappropriate if the applicant is serious about getting
a job. What is appropriate is not some ambiguous mystery, but something that
can be identified with some sober reflection.
The article 1 read set me to thinking. What really is appropriate dress? In 1
Timothy 2:9 Paul called upon Christian women to dress in a “modest” way, a
word that carries the idea of reverence and is opposed to dressing in a shame-
ful or lewd or suggestive way. If there is some doubt about what is appropri-
ate, let a young woman ask her mom and let a young man ask his dad. Of
course this will not always work since some moms and dads only add to the
problem. However, most parents care and are a good source for help. Now,
let us make some applications concerning these matters.

1. In a metaphorical sense, when we arrive at the wedding of the Son of the
King we must be appropriately dressed (Matt. 22:1-14). We not only need
to accept the invitation (verses 1-10), but we must be clothed properly,
i.e. with Christ (verses 11-14; Gal. 3:27)--we are to be clothed appropri-
ately.

2. In our daily lives we must dress as people of reverence who serve the living
God. We are to dress appropriately.

3. No one needs to tell us what appropriate dress is for a wedding, a funeral,
or appearing before a judge in court.

4. What about our dress for the worship of God? Should we not give some
attention to this? We are not saying that we need to wear tuxedos or for-
mal gowns or even coats and ties. However, should we not consider what
our attire says about our attitude toward God? | remember when 1 was a
boy preacher that 1 often preached out in the country where many men
wore bib overalls to church...but they were clean and ironed and repre-
sented what those men had. | also remember when kids, and some adults,
had “Sunday clothes” and “everyday clothes” and the best was reserved for
Sunday. The way we dress for church may be saying more than we realize
about our feelings toward God and our relationship to Him. Just think
about it and in every situation let us dress appropriately.
