“Concerned” 
Another school year has just ended.  Some have graduated from col-
lege and look forward to beginning their careers and in these difficult 
economic times they hope they can find employment.  Others have 
graduated from high school and are pondering college or the work 
force.  Still others have some years of elementary school, middle 
school, high school, or college left.  Many others are the teachers of 
these students and as the school year drew to a close they rejoiced 
with the students who excelled, but there were concerns about those 
students who were just getting by or who didn’t make passing grades.  
Good teachers want their students to get it, to learn, to thrive, and 
to go on to bigger and better things.  In the church, concerned Chris-
tians rejoice when they see others becoming Christians and then 
growing in their faith.  Few things make us happier than to see the 
children of God prospering in their spiritual lives.  The aged John said, 
“I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth” (3 
Jn. 4).  On the other hand, there always seem to be those who do not 
get it, who do not grow spiritually, and who never seem to get plugged 
in.  They are those who are careless about their involvement in the 
things of God, who are withering in their spiritual lives, and who are 
on the periphery of the church.  There are those who see worship as 
drudgery, who give their children everything but that which is most 
important, and who fail to examine themselves to see if they really 
are “in the faith” (2 Cor. 13:5).  They are on the absentee lists of 
churches, are the expressed concerns in elders’ meetings, and are un-
concerned about what God thinks.  They are the discouragers of the 
brethren (see Num. 32:7-9), are holding back the progress of the 
church, and are jeopardizing their own souls and the souls of others.  
We are concerned and we are dedicated to reaching these folks and 
to “pulling them out of the fire” (Jude 23).
