Who is My Brother? 
In this postmodern world where truth in religion is bashed as nonexistent, 

where almost anything is acceptable, and what is believed and practiced has 

become a matter of personal tastes, the question above will not be welcomed 

by many.  Yet, for those who still believe that the Bible and not human opinion 

must be the standard of faith and action, it is a question that merits our con-

sideration.  It should be noticed in the outset that God decides who my 

brother is.  God alone knows who is saved and who is lost, who is in his family 

and who is not.  Final judgment rests in his hands and, while I have no right to 

judge people into hell, neither should I be judging people into heaven.  Having 

said this, I raise the question, “Is there no basis for answering the issue at 

hand?”  To ask the question in a different way: “Is there any standard for un-

derstanding who is a child of God, a Christian, my brother, or are we left on a 

sea of speculation without chart or compass?”  I believe that the Bible gives us 

the answer to the question, “Who is my brother?”  First, my brother is he who 

is a child of God and, therefore, in the family of God.  So, who is in the fam-

ily of God?  The answer is, “Those who are a part of the one new man, the 

body of Christ, the church” (Eph. 2:13-19).  Further, the answer is, “Those 

who are in Christ by virtue of the fact that they are penitent, baptized, be-

lievers” (Eph. 2:13; Rom. 6:3-4; Gal. 3:27).  Additionally, the answer is, 

“Those who by being baptized (immersed) for the forgiveness of sins have been 

added by the Lord to the body, the family, the church” (Acts 2:38, 47).  The 

answer is, “Those who have been born of water and the Spirit (Jn. 3:5), who 

have been cleansed by the washing of water by the word (Eph. 5:26), who have 

received salvation through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the 

Holy Spirit (Titus 3:5), and who have had their hearts cleansed from an evil 

conscience by the blood of Jesus as they submitted to the waters of purifica-

tion (Heb. 10:22).  These are my brothers because they have been accepted 

by God into his family.  What about those who have never done these things?  

God is the judge, but I know who my brothers are.  If this is not true, then 

how can I ever know who my brother is or how can I even know if I am a child 

of God?  Should I follow human speculation on this question, or is it a matter 

of divine revelation?  I choose the latter.  Does this mean I should be caustic, 

unloving, and mean spirited toward others?  No, but I choose to stand on 

Scripture instead of wishful thinking and I am determined, as the Lord grants 

me understanding, to lovingly “persuade men” to obey the gospel rather than to 

pretend it doesn’t matter.
