Amen!

It's an interesting word--Amen! We use it at the end of prayers and
once in a great while during a sermon. It is an Old Testament word.
When the Levites pronounced curses on anyone in Israel who commit-
ted certain sins, including idolatry and injustice and a failure to hear
the words of the law, all the people were to say, "Amen!” (Deut.
27:14-26). When David brought the Ark of the Covenant to Jerusa-
lem he penned a psalm of praise to God and the people said, "Amen!” (1
Chron. 16:36). It is a New Testament word. At the close of the
Model Prayer Jesus said, "Amen!” (Matt. 6:13). Jesus followed his
declaration that he had died, was raised, and is alive for evermore,
with "Amen!" (Rev. 1:18). When the inhabitants of heaven called for
the worship of God and the Lamb, the four living creatures around the
throne of God said "Amenl!" (Rev. 5:13, 14). When we say, "Amenl!", at
the conclusion of a prayer or during a sermon, what do we mean? The
Old Testament word means "true, faithful, certain." In the New Tes-
tament the Greek word is also translated "verily”, usually by Jesus, to
introduce some great eternal truth (see Matt. 5:18, et al). When
used at the conclusion of prayer, it means, "may it be (come to pass).”
When one says "Amen!” during a sermon, he usually means, "I agree
with that!" However, the proper use of Amen should be, "This is in
harmony with the revealed will of God." Do we see the difference?
When we use Amen it is not a matter of whether we agree with what
is said or that it pleases us, but that what is said agrees with God.
Hopefully, we will all say "Amen!” to that which agrees with the Word
of God. If we only mean that something pleases us or we agree with
it, without any attempt fo see if it agrees with Scripture, let us re-
main silent. On the other hand, it is appropriate to say "Amen!" when
we are acknowledging that what is said is right (see 1 Cor. 14:15, 16).
