What Time Is It? 
This question is answered by looking at your watch or a clock.  You might say, 

“It’s eight o’clock.” However, the question we ask here is, “What time is it … 

really?”   

1.  In Your Life.  If you can imagine a clock and a lifetime represented by 24 
hours, what time is it for you?  When we look at a newborn baby, it is 12:01 a.m. 

At age ten, it is 3:00 a.m. At age twenty, it is 6:00 a.m.  At age thirty, it is 9:00 

a.m.  At age forty, it is noon.  At age fifty, it is 3:00 p.m.  At age sixty, it is 6:00 

p.m.  At age seventy, it is 9:00 p.m.  Beyond seventy, it is getting very late.  What 

time is it for you?  The Bible says that the days of our years are seventy or eighty 

years and that they are soon cut off and we fly away (Psalm 90:10).  In light of 

these facts, the Bible says, “So teach us to number our days, that we may gain a 

heart of wisdom” (Psalm 90:12).  We all should remember that life is fragile and 

brief (see James 4:14), so whatever is important should be done now.  “Behold, 

now is the accepted time” (2 Cor. 6:2). 

2.  For Our �ation.  This nation was founded 233 years ago and the founders 
planned for it to be a Christian nation.  They spoke of God and the need for God’s 

help.  They believed that “Righteousness exalts a nation” (Prov. 14:34) and the 

nation is blessed whose God is Jehovah (see Psalm 33:12).  Evidences of their 

faith are seen all over our nation’s capital, in our Constitution, on public build-

ings, in prayers at the opening of sessions of Congress and the Supreme Court.  

How far we have departed from the intentions of the founders!   We have legal-

ized the killing of unborn children; we have changed the definition of marriage; 

we have called evil good and good evil.  Time will only tell if there will be 

enough salt and light to preserve our way of life. 

3.  For the World.  The world approaches “the end” (1 Cor. 15:24).  The end will 
be ushered in by the second coming of Christ, the resurrection of the dead, the 

destruction of the world, and judgment.  Jesus said, “Of that day and hour no one 

knows” (Matt. 24:36), and “Watch … be ready” (Matt. 24:42, 44).  That’s the 

part of wisdom. 

So what time is it?  Good question.  And here’s some good advice: “Whatever 

your hand finds to do, do it with your might” (Eccles. 9:10);  and, “Make the 

most of every opportunity you have for doing good” (Eph. 5:16 -- Living Bible).
