“Facing the Right Direction”

In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus made this remarkable statement:
"The lamp of the body is the eye. If therefore your eye is good, your
whole body will be full of light. But if your eye is bad, your whole
body will be full of darkness” (Matt. 6:22, 23). What is this about?
Jesus said the eye is the source of light to the entire body. The eye,
used here metaphorically by our Lord, may be either good or bad and
may either let in light or darkness. The Greek word, translated
"good,” means "single, sound, healthy, good." When the eye looks in
one direction, focuses upon the most important, and does not allow it-
self to be encumbered by other things, it is a healthy eye that looks
in a single direction. In contrast, the "bad” eye tries to focus upon
many things, seeks to look in every direction, and fails to focus upon
what is really important. In the context of Jesus' statement about
"good” and "bad" eyes, he talked about the disciples’ attitude toward
wealth and tfrying to serve two masters. The “good" eye attains
wealth honestly, uses it wisely in providing for one's family, but fo-
cuses upon serving God, laying up treasures in heaven, and seeking
first the Kingdom of God (see Matt. 6:19, 20, 24, 33). The “good” eye
looks in the right direction, focuses on the most important, and first
and foremost serves God. We remember John the Baptist, Paul, and
Luke, not because they had easy lives (John was beheaded, Paul died
as a martyr, Luke gave up a comfortable life fo travel with Paul), but
because they looked in the right direction, they focused, and they saw
what matters most. They had single, healthy, good eyes ... and we re-
member them. What kind of eyes do you have? The answer depends
upon the direction you are facing.
