“On Loving the Church”

Jesus “loved the church and gave Himself for it“ (Eph. 5:25). He
“purchased” the church “with His own blood” (Acts 20:28). What did
Jesus love and give Himself for, and what did He purchase with His
blood? To answer we must know what the church is. Christ did not love
and purchase a physical building or a denomination or a worship service.
The church of the New Testament is the people of God (1 Pet. 2:9,
10), who are saved from sin (Acts. 2:38-47), who are reconciled to God
(Eph. 2:16), who make up the Kingdom of Christ and are the Family of
6od (Eph. 2:19), who are living stones in a spiritual house in which God
resides (Eph. 2:20-22; 1 Pet. 2:5), who are priests of God who offer
spiritual sacrifices to 6od (1 Pet. 2:5), who assemble for worship (Heb.
10:25), and who serve God acceptably with reverence and awe (Heb.
12:28, 29). Christ loved people and gave Himself for people, who, upon
obedience to the gospel, have been added by the grace of God to the
saved (Acts. 2:47). The church for which Christ died was and is
planted throughout the world in local congregations that can be identi-
fied in the New Testament by the way they are organized (Phil. 1:1),
by the way people become members (Acts 2:38), by what they are
called (Rom. 16:16), by the way they worship (Jn. 4:24), by their com-
mitment to the authority of Scripture (1 Pet. 4:11), and by their work
(Mk. 16:15, 16). Christ loves these people, warts and all! Since Christ
loves us, should we not love one another (the church) as well? (see 1 Jn.
4:11). If we love the church warts and all, it will show on our faces as
we come together to worship, as we greet one another, as we encourage
one another, as we help one another, as we forgive one another, as we
prefer one another, as we accept one another, as we bear one another's
burdens, as we are kind to one another, and as we honor one another.
The problem we face is that these people who make up the church are
imperfect people--they say and do things they should not. However,
Christ loves you when you say and do things that you should not. So,
let's love the church; let's love this church; let's brag on it to others;
let's invite imperfect people to journey with us into an incredible future;
and let's give ourselves to and for the church--Jesus did!
