What Are We Doing for the Generation to Come?  
 

The seventy-eighth Psalm is a lengthy treatise (72 verses) on the 
faithfulness of God toward an unfaithful Israel.  The Psalmist traces 
the history of Israel from her deliverance from bondage in Egypt to 
the reign of David the King.  He shows how God was provoked by Is-
rael’s rebellion, but through a period of four hundred years God was 
righteous in his judgments and faithful to his promises.  The appeal of 
Psalm 78 is that the present generation was to be faithful to God’s 
law, to hear the words of his mouth, and to teach these words “to the 
generation to come.”  This Psalm is a striking warning that the apos-
tasy of God’s people is always just one generation away.  An important 
question for every parent to ask is, “What are we doing for the gen-
eration to come that will assure its faithfulness to God?”  Children 
are gifts from God (Ps. 127:3-5) and parents have the responsibility 
to teach them God’s law (see Deut. 6:6-9) and to “bring them up in the 
training and admonition of the Lord” (Eph. 6:4).  Parents are to speak 
to their children about the will of God for their lives, but they are 
also to live the will of God before their children as they set the right 
example for them to follow.  It’s here that we get all mixed up.  Par-
ents want their children to have the best, so they give them $100 
sunglasses, $100 shoes, cell phones, automobiles, computers, and de-
signer clothes.  Parents want their kids to run with the “in” crowd, to 
be popular, and to get an education.  But, ... many parents let spiritual 
training, right examples, and church slide.  Then, as their children 
reach high school and college age, these parents wonder why their 
kids are spiritual dropouts.  May every parent see the gravity of this 
issue and make spiritual emphasis the priority of their homes.  Have 
the family in Bible classes and worship on Sunday and then live what 
you pray and sing and say at church throughout the week.  Do it for 
yourself ... and for “the generation to come.”
