Christian Education

What is Christian Education? It is to educate one in Christianity as re-
vealed in the New Testament. The church is involved in Christian education--
that's what we do in sermons, Bible classes, and in one-on-one studies.
Through the years Christian schools have been established to strengthen those
who desire to be involved in higher academic education with an emphasis upon
teaching the Bible. These schools began with the intention of providing the
church with leaders whose education was grounded in biblical principles. In
turn, it was understood that the students would be supplied by Christian fami-
lies. These institutions flourished and the church benefitted. However, in the
present time many of the Christian colleges and universities are struggling to
recruit and retain students from Christian homes. Recent studies have shown
that the average percentage of students attending our schools from our con-
gregations has dropped from above 70% to perhaps 50%. Why do fewer stu-
dents from the churches of Christ enroll in our schools? This raises another
question: Why should our students from the churches of Christ attend our
schools if our schools have left the intents and purposes for which the schools
were originally founded? To be more specific: if Christian schools were in-
tended to educate young people in a biblical environment, that is, teach the
basics in education from a biblical perspective, and this does not happen, why
send our young people there? 1In a Christian school, the Board of Trustees is
ultimately responsible for the direction the school takes. The Board hires a
President who must be committed to biblical principles. The President is re-
sponsible for hiring teachers and for what they teach. If in a Christian col-
lege or university a teacher no longer believes that baptism is essential to sal-
vation (Acts 2:38), that we are to offer acapella praise to God in worship (Eph.
5:19), that men are to occupy leadership roles in the church (1 Tim. 2:11-12),
that the New Testament is the law of Christ (Gal. 6:2) and is to be followed (2
Tim. 1:13), and that denominationalism is unacceptable to God (1 Cor. 1:10-
13), and teaches these things to his students, how is anyone benefitted?
When these students go out to the churches with these ideas, who is helped?
Churches everywhere had been negatively affected by these things. Who is
responsible?  First, the teacher: second, the President; third, the Board.
Why would Christian people want to support such things either financially or
with students? Yet, some of our school administrators are wondering why the
schools decline in the percentage of students from Churches of Christ!
