Birds of Prey 
In the seventeenth chapter of Luke’s Gospel, Jesus was teaching his 
disciples about his coming, the end of the world, and the judgment to 
come.  People have always been interested in when these things will 
take place.  Some have looked for signs of the end and others have 
even set exact dates for when this will happen.  Jesus’ teaching about 
the end of time carries the warning that there will be no signs that 
will announce his coming and the end of the world.  No man knows 
when the end will come (Matt. 24:36).  It will come unexpectedly and 
without warning (Lk. 17:26-30).  There will be no time left for doing 
what needs to be done (Lk. 17:31).  The key words for anticipating the 
end are, “Watch ... be ready ... for you know neither the day nor the 
hour in which the Son of Man is coming” (Matt. 24:42, 44; 25:13).  In 
describing the judgment in Luke 17:34-36, Jesus said that two women 
would be grinding together and one would be taken while the other 
was left.  He said that two men would be in the field and one would be 
taken and the other left.  The disciples asked, “Where, Lord?”  Their 
question was, “Where shall those who are left be?”  Jesus replied, 
“Wherever the body (carcass) is, there the eagles (vultures) will be 
gathered together” (Lk. 17:37).  This must have been a well known 
proverbial statement that everyone would understand.  The birds of 
prey gather where the lifeless bodies are.  Two things are apparent.  
First, it is after the fact of bodies being available that the birds ar-
rive on the scene.  In regard to the end of the world, the end will 
come at just the right time in God’s schedule and there will be no time 
for preparation after this fact.  Second, wherever those left are, and 
Jesus did not answer the disciples question directly, the time will be 
right for their judgment.  The lesson for us is that we should do right 
now whatever we want to be completed when the end comes.  When 
the Son of man appears, it will be too late for preparation.  What do 
you want to accomplish before the end?  Do you want to be a Christian 
at that time?  Do you want to be living right?  Is there something you 
need to do or someone you need to talk with?  Then, the part of wis-
dom is to do it now!
