“Whatever Things Were Written Before” 

(Romans 15:4) 
     When Paul wrote the words, “For whatever things were written before were 

written for our learning,” he had reference to the Old Testament Scriptures.  

Paul was emphasizing the fact that there are lessons to be learned from the 

Old Testament even in these New Testament times.  In another place Paul said 

of the events that occurred in the Old Testament, “Now all these things hap-

pened to them as examples, and they were written for our admonition” (1 Cor. 

10:11).  These statements set me to thinking about what I should learn from 

and what examples I should see in Old Testament accounts.  Let’s look closer. 

1. God accepted Abel’s offering and rejected Cain’s (Gen. 4:1-5).  Scripture 

says that Able offered the first and best to God.  What should I learn 

here?  What example is there for me in this account. 

2. Abraham was honored by God for his faith (Gen. 15:6) which trusted God 

when, from a human point of view, it would have been easier not to trust 

and for his obedience when he did not understand (Heb. 11:8; Ja. 2:21-

23).  What example for us is seen here?  What should we learn? 

3. God blessed Israel when she obeyed him and judged her when she rebelled 

(Deut. 8:11, 19-20).  What should be learn from this?  What example is 

set? 

4. Nadab and Abihu, priests of God, offered fire unto the Lord, fire “which 

He had not commanded them” (Lev. 10:1), and the Lord destroyed them.  

What example is here for me?  What should I learn from this? 

5. Naaman, the leper, was healed of his leprosy when, and only when, he 

dipped seven times in the Jordan River (2 Kgs. 5:1-14).  He hesitated, he 

questioned, and he thought there was a better way, but he was healed 

when he dipped seven times (not once, twice, or three times) in the Jordan.  

What example for us is seen here?  What should we learn? 

6. In the time of Ezekiel the people of Israel did not hear the Word of the 

Lord, followed their own ways, and offered corrupted worship to God.  

God’s patience ran out and He left them (Ezek. 10:4; 11:23).  What do you 

suppose we should learn from this?  What example for us is here? 

We are intelligent people.  We have eyes that can see and ears that can 

hear...if we will.  In considering the Old Testament, let’s observe the examples 

and learn from the lessons that God would have us learn.  Let us hear the 

Word of the Lord!
