Will the Son of Man Find Faith?

Jesus asked this penetrating question: "When the Son of Man comes,
will he really find faith on the earth?” (Lk. 18:8). Jesus was not ask-
ing if there would be any believers on earth at the time of his second
coming. There will be believers (1 Cor. 15:50-58; 1 Thess. 4:13-18).
His question was asked in the context of prayer. Luke 18 opens with
the statement "that men always ought to pray and not lose
heart” (verse 1). Then Jesus told a parable about a widow and a judge
who had no respect for God or man. The widow asked the judge to
avenge her of her adversary. While we do not know the details of the
woman's need, we do know that the judge helped her because she per-
sistently asked for his help. Why did the judge help the woman? Not
because he cared about her, but because she kept asking him for help.
Jesus then pressed the lesson home: if a wicked judge helped a
woman because of her persistence, shall not a good and gracious God
help his children * who cry out day and night to him?“ The answer to
this question is obvious: "I tell you that he will avenge them speedily”
(LK. 18: 7,8). As children of God, we need to pray. Additionally, we
need to be persistent in prayer. If we have a need that is of great
importance to us, let us keep on asking, keep on seeking, and keep on
knocking before God. He will not be indifferent toward our needs.
He will not be impatient with us. He will not be wearied by us. He will
hear us and answer us according to our need when we are persistent in
asking. So, let us come boldly and let us come again and again to the
giver of all blessings that we might find mercy and grace to help in
time of need. When the Son of Man comes, will he find the kind of
faith that persistently brings its needs to the throne of God? That's
the question Jesus was asking. Will he...?
