Three Dangerous Words

"Have you heard..?" can be three very dangerous words. They are
dangerous because they may imply that we want to be the first to
know some juicy tidbit about someone and cannot wait to pass it on.
It just may be that we are dealing with something that is none of our
business and we may be like those of whom Paul spoke in 1 Timothy
5:13 who "learn to be idle, wandering about from house to house (or
maybe by phone - JPL), and not only idle, but also gossips and busy-
bodies, saying things which thy ought not." Peter warned his readers
to refrain from being “a busybody (footnote: meddler) in other peo-
ple’s matters” (1 Pet. 4:15). Second, when someone asks, "Have you
heard..?”, it just may be that they do not have all the facts and so
they are about fo pass along unsubstantiated information. Third,
"Have you heard...?", may hurt someone's reputation without cause. It
may be that someone was misunderstood or what was said has been
taken out of context. In any event, "Have you heard...?, sometimes
hurts innocent people who do not deserve such treatment. Someone
has well said,

Before a tale about someone is told,

Let it pass through three gates of gold:

Is it true?

Is it kind?

Will it help?
Jesus said, "But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak,
they will give account of it in the day of judgment. For by your words
you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned” (Matt.
12:36, 37).
