"A Little Leaven Leavens the Whole Lump”

Jesus often used “leaven” to teach important lessons. Leaven is an
agent that causes the dough for bread to rise by fermentation. For
example, yeast ferments, or “corrupts,” the dough causing a chemical
reaction that fills the dough with air bubbles causing it to rise. Leaven
works effectively and silently until the whole is leavened. In the par-
able of leaven (Matt. 13:33), Jesus used the leavening process to show
how his kingdom would grow--disciples would take the gospel to the
world and, like leaven, their work would quietly have an inner influence
on men to transform them and would eventually penetrate the whole
world. This would be a good thing. However, leaven is often used in
the New Testament as an evil influence because it literally “corrupts.”
Jesus warned his disciples to "beware of the leaven of the Pharisees
and Sadducees” (Matt. 16:6) and “of Herod” (Mk. 8:15). By this he
meant “the teaching” or the influence of these folks (Matt. 16:12).
Paul used leaven in a bad sense and a good sense when he addressed the
Corinthians about one of their members who was sexually immoral with
“his father's wife” (1 Cor. 5:1). The Corinthians were approving of this
relationship and had failed to grieve over this heinous sin (2). There-
fore, Paul said the church should respect and discipline the sinner be-
cause “"a little leaven leavens the whole lump” (6)--this sin would have a
detrimental influence on the whole church. Further, the apostle admon-
ished the Corinthians to “purge out” this harmful influence and replace it
with the good leaven of truth (8). Similarly, the Galatians had de-
parted from Christ in seeking to mix the law of Moses with the gospel.
Therefore, Paul admonished them to stop this deadly influence lest it
contaminate the whole church and he added, "A little leaven leavens the
whole lump” (6al. 5:9). By way of application, we should remember that
members of the church today have a powerful influence upon each
other. What a congregation becomes is determined by whether the
dominate influence in the church is good or bad. Let us, therefore, lay
aside the evil leaven of gossip, murmuring, fault finding, and uninvolve-
ment and give ourselves to the good influence of faithful church atten-
dance, wholesome words, and active service. "Do you not know that a
little leaven leavens the whole lump?” (1 Cor. 5:6). What is your influ-
ence accomplishing in the spiritual growth of the church?
