“"The Language of Ashdod”
During the reforms brought about in ancient Judah, Nehemiah rebuked
the Jews who had married foreign wives from Ashdod and other places.
In the words spoken against this practice, Nehemiah said, “"And half
their children spoke the language of Ashdod, and could not speak the
language of Judah” (Neh. 13:24). Speaking “the language of Ashdod”
finds an application in the church of today. As Christians we should
seek to speak the language of Scripture in religious matters. To do
otherwise is to speak a language that is foreign to the Bible. Let me
illustrate how this happens. Several years ago I was asked to speak on
the campus of a state university, and I was introduced by a member of
the church who said in the introduction that I was “"Reverend Jay Lock-
hart, a pastor of the church of Christ.” This is clearly the “language
of Ashdod” since I am not a "Reverend” and have never been a
“pastor” (elder) in the church. Sometimes I hear brethren talk about
“the Church of Christ church,” which demonstrates a complete misun-
derstanding of the nature of the New Testament church and promotes
sectarianism. Others speak of "Church of Christ preachers,” “"Church of
Christ teaching,” and "Church of Christ weddings.” These are further
examples of “the language of Ashdod.” While it is appropriate to desig-
nate the church as “the church of Christ” (Rom. 16:16), or in any other
way the New Testament designates it, we should never speak of the
church as though it is a part of the larger denominational world since
the New Testament church is not a denomination, and the sectarian em-
phasis of denominationalism is contrary to the teaching of Christ. Fur-
ther, there are members of the church who refer to the auditorium in
our meeting houses as "the sanctuary.” “Sanctuary” refers to “a holy
place” and is used in Scripture in reference to the tabernacle and tem-
ple under the Law of Moses. Today, the place we meet is not the holy
place, but the people who belong to Christ (the church) are the holy
place where God dwells (Eph. 2:22). Let us avoid using “the language of
Ashdod,” language foreign to Scripture. Let us seek to speak the words
of God. Let us seek the unity of believers by teaching and practicing
the words of Scripture. In matters of faith (things clearly taught in
Scripture), let there be unity. In matters of opinion (things about
which God has given no clear instruction), let there be liberty. 1In all
things, let us love one another. -Jay-

Lonnie Jones, who spoke here this past February, told us about
the ancient Samurai warriors and their relentless swords. He told
us how much detail and work was put into each sword to give it
unbelievable strength. Lonnie then described how the sword was
useless to unskilled swordsmen. He went on to relate this to
Christians who are unskilled in using their Bible.

I recently heard that a person who spent 10,000 hours practicing
would have enough hours to be an expert. That is roughly 3 hours
a week for ten years for a person to reach 10,000 hours. How
much time do we invest in studying the Bible? If they rely just
on Sunday mornings and Wednesday night Bible studies, then by
the time they get out of high school (youth group) they will have
an Bible education equivalent to a fourth grader. These numbers
are alarming. This is not counting the hours spent at home study-
ing the Bible. Has the church become the only place where chil-
dren receive any moral instruction?

Can our Bibles be considered “personal”? Would you want
someone to go through your Bible? Do you have personal
thoughts in the margins that reflect your growth in Christ? Abso-
lutely, they are personal. Each person should have their own
Bible to reflect, mark and make notations inside its covers. | have
noticed in my lifetime that churches have supplied each class-
room with Bibles. Why is that? | understand that things happen
from time to time when you didn’t bring your own Bible. When
did we start not owning or bringing our own Bible to the two
hours of Bible study a week? Do the statistics above have any
validity? Are we actually getting less out of Bible study? This is a
serious matter! | am sure that a master of the Samurai sword
spent more then two hours a week practicing his swordsmanship
and | am positive that he brought his own sword to practice.
