Teaching God’s Word 
     Dennis Loyd, the esteemed Associate Editor of the Gospel Advo-
cate, wrote an editorial in the August, 2010 edition entitled Teaching 
God’s Word.  Loyd’s article has as its thesis, “Some matters are so im-
portant they must be examined and then re-examined regularly and 
frequently.”  He referenced the emphasis that Moses placed upon 
teaching found in Deuteronomy 6:4-9.  The people of Israel were en-
couraged to love God, to obey His laws, to teach them diligently to 
their children at all times and in all places, and to write them upon 
their houses as a symbol of the fact that their homes were dedicated to 
God.  Next, Dennis Loyd noted that Joseph and Mary were instrumen-
tal in training the young Jesus as he was obedient to them and in-
creased in wisdom and stature and in favor with God and men (Lk. 
2:51-52).  He noted further that Jesus attended the local synagogue 
regularly where he received teaching from the scribes and priests (Lk. 
4:16).  Finally, Loyd pointed to Timothy, who was taught by a godly 
grandmother and mother and was admonished to teach others himself 
(2 Tim. 1:5; 3:15); to John Mark who was taught by Peter, Barnabas, 
and Paul; and to the fact that parents are encouraged by Scripture to 
teach their children (Eph. 6:4; Col. 3:21).  Loyd went on to make 
three suggestions concerning what the church can do to encourage 
teaching: 1) each church should have an overall curriculum that in-
cludes what should be learned at different age levels;  2) teachers 
should be honored and the importance of Bible classes should be em-
phasized at every opportunity; and 3) Elders should expect positive 
results from students and teachers.  Dennis Loyd then made three sug-
gestions to parents: 1) be on time for Bible classes so as not to lose a 
single moment of class time; 2) ask your children about what they 
have studied in class and share what you learned in your class; and 3) 
prepare for each class and see that your children are prepared for each 
lesson.  What a timely and excellent article!  It’s the importance of 
teaching God’s Word.  He really does want us to know what He says!  
God can count on us if we study and teach His word.
