Innocent Blood

Recently the State of Connecticut passed legislation which places a
ban on imaging scans of unborn children “for the sake of the health
and welfare of the fetus."” Now, what was this? A ban on imaging
scans for the protection of unborn babies? This all may be well and
good, but when did Connecticut legislators begin to be concerned
about unborn children? In arecent year that same state allowed 24%
of the 68,500 women who became pregnant to abort upon demand
their unborn children. The State of Connecticut has no restrictions
on a waiting period before abortions are performed, no parental in-
volvement in young girls obtaining abortions, and no limitations on pub-
lic funding for abortions. In other states there have been people
prosecuted for harming an expectant mother and her unborn child,
but the mother can abort her unborn child without reprisal. Doesn't
something seem wrong with these equations? Certainly, as Connecti-
cut has done, unborn children need to be protected from scans that
might harm them. People who harm mothers and their unborn children
should be prosecuted, but if an unborn child has the right to be free
from harmful scans or people, does not the fetus also have the right
to be protected from someone ending its life before it has the oppor-
tunity to be born? We believe it is grossly inconsistent to protect
the fetus in one instance but not in the other. In the last half cen-
tury 50 million unborns have been aborted because of the Roe versus
Wade legislation of the highest court in the land, January 22, 1973.
