"When God Leaves”
There are many reasons I believe the Bible to be the truth and the final, com-
plete, authoritative, and inspired word of the living God. One of the reasons is
that while the Bible was written so long ago (from about 1500 B. C. to 96 A.
D.) in the far away Middle East, it is completely up to date and speaks accu-
rately to us today, even in this Postmodern world. For several weeks I have
been studying the Book of Ezekiel with my Sunday morning class. Ezekiel was
among the exiles of Judah who were in captivity in Babylon in the 6th century
B.C. The captivity, finally resulting in the destruction of Jerusalem in 586
B.C., was brought about as a judgment of God upon people who had forgotten
him. In the Book of Ezekiel there are three graphic points made by Ezekiel
that we should remember today.
1. "You have defiled my sanctuary” (5:11). This is a recurring theme in Eze-
kiel. The “"sanctuary” in Ezekiel referred specifically to the house of God in
Jerusalem (23:39), a place dedicated to the worship of God and, therefore, a
holy place. Today, God's holy place in this world is God's holy people, the
church (1 Pet. 2:5; Eph. 2:19-22). As the temple could be defiled in Ezekiel's
day, so the church may be defiled in our day.
2. "Who follow their own spirit...saying, 'Peace!’ when there is no peace” (13:3,
10). Following their own ways and speaking a message of false peace, the con-
temporaries of Ezekiel had defiled the sanctuary of God. More specifically,
the people of Judah had done what God prohibited (followed false gods) and
left undone what God had commanded (failed to worship and serve God accord-
ing to his instructions). Today, we are not to follow our own thinking in going
“"beyond what is written” (1 Cor. 4:6) to do either more or less than what God
has ordained. Every act in worship and in life must be carried out in accor-
dance with God's Word.
3. They "make me go far away from my sanctuary” (8:6). Here is one of the
saddest events in Scripture--God left his people!l In 10:4 we are told that
“the glory of the Lord went up from the cherub, and paused over the threshold
of the temple,” and then in 11:23 we see that “the glory of the Lord went up
from the midst of the city and stood on the mountain.” When we leave God he
will, with great reluctance, leave us. However, the God who leaves will return
when, and only when, his people “repent, and turn from all their transgres-
sions” (their revolt against the authority of God--JPL)" (18:30). What a pow-
erful lesson!
