Of course, no one
wins either. It makes little difference to me whether these leagues
keep score or not. However, what does this teach our children and
what are they learning that will help them later on in life? In real life
there are winners...and losers. No one always wins. Losing is a fact of
life. 1T someone practices hard, has great abilities, and knocks a ball
over the fence, why should he not be rewarded? Recently in the Little
League World Series, one team won it all! While the other teams that
played were good teams and the players were winners by virtue of the
fact that they even got to the series, one team came out on top. |In
school, why should the students who achieve be penalized because other
students will not or can not achieve? This idea has led to what is called
“dumbing down” our public schools, many of which are now in big trouble.
Passing a child to the next grade, regardless of his accomplishments (or
lack of them), hurts him and everyone else. If a child cannot learn, he

should be pitied; if he won't learn, he should be failed; if he does
learn, he should be rewarded. In life one does not always win. Some-
times everyone will lose. We can learn from our losses, if we will. 1In

most cases we can become better, if we try. It seems to me that re-
warding failure mocks us and helps no one. In the church, why should
we spoon feed people who have been Christians for twenty years? Why
should we seek to appease those who seem to always see the glass as
half empty rather than half full? Why should we not seek to challenge
those who are trying to grow spiritually simply because some are not
growing? Why should we cater to members who, in their carnality,
seek to be entertained rather than to worship the Father in spirit and
in truth? Why should we pretend that lukewarm, uninvolved, and non-
spiritual Christians are faithful? Rewarding failure encourages failure.
When people win, there should be rewards. Everybody will not be vale-
dictorian, captain of the team, the CEO of the company, an elder in the
church, or the song leader in worship. However, in school, in the com-
munity and in the church we can all be the best that we can be; we can
do what we can (Mk. 14:8); and, in this way, we can all be winners.
