“The Fathers Have Eaten Sour Grapes 
and The Children’s Teeth are Set on Edge” - Ezekiel 18:2 

 
Here is a proverb with which the nation of Israel was familiar in the 
days of Ezekiel the prophet of God.  What did it mean?  The nation 
had been taken as captives to Babylon because of its forgetfulness of 
God (two groups of captives were already in Babylon and within five 
years Jerusalem would be destroyed and a third and final group would 
come to Babylon).  The people were saying that God was unfair in that 
he was punishing them for sin’s their fathers had committed.  God re-
butted their claims by declaring that the present generation was, like 
their fathers, guilty of rebellion against God, and that God’s judgment 
upon them was deserved and just.  God went on to say that this prov-
erb could no long be used in Israel.  What can we learn from this?  
First, there are times when children do suffer because of their par-
ent’s sins.  They do not suffer the guilt of the parent’s sins, but they 
may suffer the consequences of those sins.  Second, children should 
not overlook their own sins by placing the blame upon their parents.  
Each person in responsible for the deeds of his own life.  Years ago, 
Sigmund Freud, the famous Austrian psychiatrist, said in effect, “You 
are what your parents made you to be.”  Karl Marx, one of the fathers 
of modern day communism, said in effect, “You are what you are be-
cause of the society.”  Freud and Marx removed personal responsibil-
ity from the lives of people and placed the blame on other people and 
other circumstances.  Third, God looks at individual behavior as the 
culprit in what people become.  Of course, all of us are affected by 
our heredity (the influence of family) and by environment (when and 
where we live).  However, we can rise above both, many have, and God 
is asking us to accept responsibility for our actions, our attitudes, and 
how we respond to him.  Think about it...and accept personal responsi-
bility for what you do or do not do.  Then, do the right thing.
