We 
were proud of their accomplishments, in and out of the classroom.  As President 
of the School Board, it was a special delight to hand the High School Diplomas to 
my son and his fellow graduates. Through all of these growing up years, we tried 
to instill in the minds of our children that some things were more important than 
others.  While we believed, and still do, that education is important and that extra-
curricular activities are helpful, we also believed that the spiritual training of chil-
dren is the number one responsibility of parents.  So it was with great pride and 
with humble appreciation that the day came when our three children asked me to 
baptize them into Christ.  While that was a number of years ago, we are so happy 
that today all three of our children are married to Christians and are faithful mem-
bers of the Lord’s church.  It might have been different.  Had we supported every 
game and every concert, had we made certain that homework was done properly 
and turned in on time, had we encouraged and supported every achievement, but 
had we failed to emphasize with similar enthusiasm the value of worship and the 
need to be in church, it might have been different.  I have known parents who 
seemed to do their very best in training their children in the things of God, only to 
see their kids fall away.  However, it seems more tragic to lose our kids without a 
fight.  For some of us it may be too late.  For others of us, we may yet influence 
our children and grandchildren for Christ.  If we are to be successful, we must 
understand that the training of a child involves being and doing as well as saying.
