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A sermon is “a discourse...given as instruction in religion...using a text from
Scripture” (Webster). The presentation of a sermon is preaching, that is, “to her-
ald...to proclaim the divine message of salvation...to speak good news (the gos-
pel)” (Bullinger). There are different kinds of sermons: the topical sermon (a
presentation of a biblical subject); the textual sermon (a presentation based on a
verse or two from the Bible, the main theme and the major divisions of the ser-
mon coming from the text); and the expository sermon (a presentation that seeks
to expose and apply the meaning of a passage of Scripture, usually longer than a
verse or two). There is a time and place for each of these types of sermons and
each type has been effectively used by some of our finest preachers. However,
many preachers believe that the expository sermon is to be preferred over the oth-
ers. Expository preaching requires the most work on the part of the preacher, but
over time usually promotes the greater spiritual growth of the congregation. The
effective delivery of sermons requires the following three things:

Preparation. Good preaching is hard work. Preaching requires a thorough expla-
nation of the biblical text in its context. Questions like, “What does it say?”
“What does it mean?” “How does it apply?” must be answered. This requires
diligent study, but it pays big dividends.

Presentation. When the preacher has prepared the sermon through careful study
and fervent prayer, the presentation becomes a word from God calling upon peo-
ple to take action in becoming more what God wants them to be.

Persuasion. The purpose of the sermon is to bring about positive change in the
lives of the hearers. How should one listen to a sermon? First, there must be in-
terest and anticipation. God speaks through biblical preaching and this fact calls
for our attention. Second, the sermon should be heard with an open Bible. This
gives the hearer an opportunity to underline key words and thoughts, to make
notes for future study, and to become familiar with the biblical text. Third, the
hearer would do well to ask himself, “What does this text tell me about God and
his will for my life?” Finally, we all anticipate a letter from members of our
families or from good friends and we read them joyfully. The Bible is a letter
from God. How do we read this letter? Are we listening?
