"The Lord's Work Calls for Action”

When the children of Israel came to the east side of the Jordan
River after forty years in the wilderness they were poised to enter
the Promised Land, defeat the inhabitants, and possess the land. The
tribes of Reuben, Gad, and half the tribe of Manassah asked Moses to
permit them fo settle on the east side of the river because they were
herdsmen and the land was good for raising cattle. Moses permitted
these two and one half tribes to take their inheritance east of Jordan
upon the condition that they would send their fighting men into Ca-
naan to help the other tribes conquer the land. Moses’ words were,
"Shall your brethren go to war while you sit here? Now why will you
discourage the heart of the children of Israel from going over into
the land which the Lord has given them?" (Num. 32:6, 7). There are
two great principles found in the words of Moses. First, the work of
the Lord, whether conquering the Land of Canaan or serving in the
church, demands the participation of all of his people. Paul said that
the church, Christ's body, functions properly when “every part does
its share” (Eph. 4:16). Second, when two and a half tribes of Israel
wanted to sit idly by while the rest of the nation went to war to con-
quer Canaan, Moses said they would discourage their brethren. In
the church there are workers, who are seeking to get the work done.
They make the sacrifices, pay the price, and use their talents to ad-
vance the cause of Christ. There are ftimes when these workers be-
come discouraged when they notice that many are uninvolved in the
work. It is a sad thing when some Christians "sit" while others "go to
war." As the church we face a powerful foe in this dark world. We
need the cooperation and help of every church member. Let's apply
these principles to the worship and outreach of the church and espe-
cially to our upcoming Friends and Family Day and our Gospel Meeting.
"Shall your brethren go to war while you sit here?” "Why will you dis-
courage the heart of the children” of God? Good questions. How will
you answer?
