“In Everything Give Thanks” 
 

At this time of the year many of us are thinking of our blessings and 
our hearts are filled with thanksgiving.  For what are you most thank-
ful today?  Is it family, job, or good health?  Is it country, friends, or 
a warm place to live?  In the spiritual realm is it salvation, all spiritual 
blessings, or hope for the future?  In 1 Thessalonians 5:18 Paul said, 
“In everything give thanks.”  What was that?  Am I to be thankful in 
everything?  Even the bad stuff?  I clearly understand why I should 
be thankful for the blessings mentioned above.  The question about 
those blessings is, “How do I express my thanks for these things?”  
Well, first, I must think about them and recognize how blessed I 
really am.  Second, I must understand that every good thing comes 
from God (James 1:17).  Third, I must express my thanks to God (how 
often God reminds us in his word to be thankful--Eph. 5:20; Heb. 
13:15; Phil. 4:6; Col. 3:15; et. al).  Fourth, I must never take my bless-
ing for granted but must respond to them as one who really is thank-
ful.  For example, if I love the church, I should support the church 
with my time, talents, and treasures.  If I am thankful for salvation, I 
should embrace it and grow as a Christian.  I understand all of this, 
but back to what Paul said to the Thessalonians: “In everything give 
thanks.”  Why should I be thankful for the less than pleasant things 
that come my way?  The answer is: the difficult things that come my 
way are a part of life in a fallen world.  Therefore, I accept them and 
know that God can use them to make me a better person.  Paul was a 
better person because he had that “thorn in the flesh” (2 Cor. 12).  
Further, God will work in the lives of his children who love him and 
make all things (the good and the bad) work together for good (Rom. 
8:28).  Knowing this, I need not be afraid or feel sorry for myself or 
wonder why this unpleasant thing has happened to me.  Instead I can 
give thanks in all circumstances.  Those who live the Christian life can-
not lose.  When good things happen, we win!  When bad things happen, 
we win!  Even if we die, we win!  “In everything give thanks.”
