“Have You Seen the Star?” 
     Matthew 2:1, 2 states, “Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of 
Judea in the days of Herod the king, behold wise men from the East 
came to Jerusalem saying, ‘Where is He who has been born King of 
the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East and have come to 
worship Him.’”  The star eventually brought them to the place Jesus 
was and the wise men were filled with joy as they presented Him with 
gifts and worshipped Him. 
     The stars in the heavens have always been important.  They de-
clare the glory of God as their creator (Ps. 19:1).  They guided ancient 
mariners as they traveled the seas.  They brought the wise men to 
Jesus.  In Scripture Jesus Himself is referred to as a star.  Balaam’s 
prophecy stated, “A Star shall come out of Jacob; A Scepter shall 
arise out of Israel” (Num. 24:17).  The Star coming from Jacob was a 
Person who would bear a “Scepter,” that is, He would be a King--”the 
King of kings and the Lord of lords” (1 Tim. 6:15).  Further, Revelation 
22:16 has Jesus stating that He is “the Bright and Morning Star.”  In 
Revelation 2:28 Jesus promises that those who overcome, or who are 
faithful, will be given “the morning star.”  This is a promise that all 
those who obey the gospel and who remain faithful to the Lord and 
His word will receive Christ Himself (see Rev. 2:25, 26, 29), that is, 
they will receive every blessing that Christ has for His people.  The 
morning star shines brightest just before the dawn.  As the Morning 
Star, Jesus has shone brightly as He brought a new era into existence 
which provided forgiveness and salvation.  When people accept the 
Christ of the gospel, it is “as a light that shines in a dark place, until 
the day dawns and the morning star rises in” their hearts (2 Pet. 1:19).  
As the “Bright and Morning Star” Jesus has dispelled the darkness of 
ignorance and sin, has brought to men the light of God’s Word, and 
has guided us safely to God.  Wise men have always followed the Star 
and out of gratitude for all that He has done for them, have given 
Him gifts and worship.
