“There Were Great Resolves of Heart” 
 

In the days of the Judges, Deborah, the only woman judge, was the 
great encourager of Barak as he led the armies of Israel to an over-
whelming victory over Jabin, king of Canaan, and his commander Sis-
era.  Barak had gathered an army of ten thousand men from the 
tribes of Naphtali and Zebulon to fight the battle.  Other tribes, in-
cluding the tribe of Reuben, had agreed to join Barak against Sisera.  
Scripture says that Reuben made “great resolves of heart” (Judges 
5:15).  Reuben resolved to help in the battle, but when the time came 
for action the tribe of Reuben and others stayed behind and “did not 
come to the help of the Lord” (5:23).  They made a promise but did 
not keep it.  At the beginning of a new year people make promises 
called New Year’s resolutions.  This is a good thing because those who 
resolve accomplish more than those who do not resolve.  However, 
many New Year’s resolutions are quickly forgotten.  It is better to 
avoid making resolutions than to make them and never carry them out.  
On the other hand, it is good to make resolutions to improve the areas 
of our lives that need some attention and the beginning of a new year 
is a good time to start.  For example, you might resolve to lose a few 
pounds in the new year.  Or, you might resolve to do a better job in 
controlling your temper or in spending less on nonessential stuff.  The 
list goes on and a good resolution made and kept is a good thing to do.  
Here are some other good resolutions to make.  If you are not a 
Christian, resolve today to obey the gospel without further delay.  As 
a Christian, resolve to attend all the meetings of the church, to read 
the Bible and pray each day, to set a definite course for spiritual 
growth this year, to invite someone to worship with you each week, to 
find your place of service in the body of Christ, to speak to someone 
about Jesus, to renew your commitment to Christ, and to be more 
dedicated in the new year.  Resolutions are good, but only if they are 
kept.  So, let’s make some “great resolves of heart,” and let’s begin 
today.
