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It is always an important time when a church chooses a preacher to
work with it. A number of questions call out for answers in the selec-
tion process. Does he have a pleasing personality? Does he preach
the Bible? How much education does he have? What about his fam-
ily? Will he fit this church? What is his age? How much experience
does he have? Where has he preached in the past? Why did he leave
the churches with which he worked in the past? Of course there are
other questions to be asked, some of which are overlooked. Will he
help us mature in Christ? Does he uphold the authority of Scripture?
Is he divisive? Does he respect elders in the church? Will he work
well with other staff members? Is he a spiritual person? Does he
know the difference in truth and opinion? Does he have a personal
agenda? Surely, there has never been a time when the selection of a
preacher is more critical than now. One cannot assume "it will work
out.” Of course, the number one priority must be where the preacher
stands in his spiritual life and his attitude toward Scripture. How-
ever, we may have certain qualifications for a preacher that need to
be reevaluated before we “write him off.” We should remember that
one of the greatest preachers of history did not have a particularly
impressive résumé. It could be said of him that his bodily presence
was weak and his speech was contemptible; that he sometimes had
scrapes with the law and had been in jail; that he was single; that he
preached for money; that he had never stayed longer than three
years at any one place; and that he had been run out of a few towns.
You have already figured out who this preacher was -- Paul, the apos-
tle of Christ. Churches should select their preachers with care, but
they should also look beyond their preconceived notions and consider
carefully what really makes a man a qualified preacher for the local
church.
