Dress 
 

Sometime ago, I attended the inauguration of Dr. Joe Wiley as presi-
dent of Freed-Hardeman University.  As a Board of Trustees member 
I, along with other Board members, the faculty of the university, and 
visiting representatives from other colleges and universities, wore the 
appropriate regalia -- cap, gown, and hood.  Others in the large crowd 
that attended the inauguration were dressed in what we call “their 
Sunday best” for the occasion.  Why was this?  The answer, quite sim-
ply, is that it was appropriate.  In an academic setting it was appropri-
ate for the board, the administration, and the faculty to wear the re-
galia.  For the inauguration of a university president, it was appropri-
ate for attendees to dress for the occasion.  I’ve been thinking about 
this … and other things.  And I am wondering: if I were to be invited 
to a reception hosted by the President of the United States, how 
would I dress?  Or, if I attended the funeral of a loved one, what 
would I wear?  Or, if I was attending a formal wedding, what would be 
the appropriate attire?  Now, here is my real question:  how should I 
dress when I attend the worship of Almighty God?  Here are some 
things to consider.  First, how one dresses for worship is not so im-
portant as the condition of the heart of the worshipper.  Second, 
dress should always be modest (the New Testament word implies 
“decent, sensible, non-seductive, without calling attention to self”).  
Third, how one dresses can make a statement and involves one’s atti-
tude.  I can remember preaching in country churches when I was a 
young man where many men wore overalls and white shirts to worship 
and no one found fault with this because the clothing was clean and 
ironed and represented the best they had.  Here’s the big question: 
does what I wear to worship demonstrate a casual and familiar atti-
tude toward God or an attitude of honor, reverence, and respect?  
Think about it.
