Start Out Right if You Want to End Up Right 
 

In a recent sermon in our series from the Gospel of Mark, we were 
talking about the death of John the Baptist at the hands of Herod 
Antipas.  This Herod, one of the sons of Herod the Great, ruled over 
Galilee and Peraea in the Land of Israel.  Antipas had persuaded the 
wife of one of his half brothers, Philip, to leave her husband and 
marry him.  The members of the Herod family were Edomites (Gk.: 
Idumaeans), but during the Jewish period of independence (167-63 B. 
C.) the Edomites were forced to accept the Jewish religion and were, 
therefore, subject to the Law of Moses.  The Law strictly forbade a 
man to take his brother’s wife (Lev. 18:16; 20:21).  So, when John the 
Baptist came on the scene, he said to Antipas, “It is not lawful for you 
to have your brother’s wife” (Mk. 6:18).  This reminder by John infuri-
ated both Antipas and Herodia, Philip’s wife, and John found himself 
in prison.  Later, Antipas, influenced by Herodias, had John murdered.  
Notice some observations. 
1. Time did not erase Herod’s sin. 
2. Being impressed by and respecting John, which Herod did, (Mk. 

6:20) did not erase his sin. 
3. A guilty conscience (Mk. 6:26) did not erase his sin. 
4. Adding sin to his sin (Mk. 6:27) did not erase his sin. 
5. Doing something rash and without careful thought (Mk. 6:22) did 

not erase his sin. 
6. You see, Herod’s problem initially was that he started out wrong 

(Mk. 6:17, 18) and nothing short of correcting his sin through re-
pentance and restitution could allow him to end up right. 

7. If one wishes to end up right, he must start out right.  If a child is 
buttoning up his sweater and finds he has too many buttons left at 
the top, he will probably find he has too many holes at the bottom.  
One cannot end up right, if he starts out wrong.  Think about it!
