“The Importance of One” 
 

In Scripture.  Jesus told three stories that emphasized the impor-
tance of one:  the parables of the lost sheep, the lost coin, and the 
lost boy.  In the parable of the lost sheep, the shepherd left his 99 
sheep in the wilderness and sought one sheep that was lost, not giving 
up until he found it.  In the parable of the lost coin, a woman who had 
nine coins that were not lost swept her house carefully until she found 
the one that was lost.  In the parable of the lost boy, the father who 
had another son at home kept looking down the road until he saw the 
son who had been lost coming home.  In all three stories there was 
great rejoicing when the one lost was found--the importance of one. 
In history.  Oliver Cromwell won control of England in 1645 by one 
vote.  During the American Revolution a bill was introduced in the Con-
tinental Congress to make German rather than English the official lan-
guage of America.  The bill was defeated by one vote.  In 1845 Texas 
was admitted to the union by one vote.  The Senator who changed his 
mind and voted in favor of admitting Texas had earlier won election 
by one vote.  President Andrew Johnson escaped impeachment in 1868 
by one vote.  In 1876 Rutherford B. Hayes was elected President of 
the United States by an electoral vote of 185 to 184.  On November 
8, 1923 the leaders of the tiny Nazi party met in a Munich tavern and 
elected Adolf Hitler as their leader by a margin of one vote.   
In the church.  People still respond to Christ one by one.  A member 
may say, “They won’t miss me,” but everyone is missed when absent.  
It’s easy to get lost in the crowd, but the church functions properly 
only when “every part does its share” (Eph. 4:16).  Only last Sunday a 
milestone would have been reached in our morning worship if two peo-
ple--one plus one--had chosen to be present.  A newspaper may report 
that when a tornado ripped through town only one person lost his or 
her life, but...if that one person was your child it makes a real differ-
ence.  In the church you are wanted, needed...and you need the 
church.  It’s still one by one--the importance of one.
