“Run With the Horses” 
 

Jeremiah was one of the most unsuccessful preachers who ever lived.  
He did not wish to be a preacher at all and, when called by God, 
wanted to be excused (Jer. 1:6).  Compelled into service by God him-
self (1:7), Jeremiah spoke for nearly half a century to people who did 
not want to hear and he wept during the decline and fall of Jerusalem 
and the nation of Judah.  Sometimes in his discouragement, he wanted 
to quit and, but for the fire in his bones, he would have (20:9).   Al-
though he had little success in his preaching, Jeremiah faithfully pro-
claimed God’s message to a disobedient and rebellious people.  He wit-
nessed Jerusalem’s destruction and Judah’s captivity and wrote the 
Book of Lamentations as a lament over the people whom God judged.  
The people not only rejected his preaching, but persecuted him with 
beatings, imprisonment, and by putting him into a dungeon where he 
sank down into mire.  He would have died there had it not been for a 
sympathetic rescuer.  Jeremiah presented a message of judgment, 
captivity, and destruction, but he also presented hope for the cap-
tives as he announced that God would work out his purposes through a 
return from captivity and salvation through Christ and a new covenant.  
Following the destruction of Jerusalem, it is believed that Jeremiah 
died among a remnant of Jews in Egypt.  During one of Jeremiah’s 
very low times, God had asked him a searching question: “If you have 
raced with men on foot, and they have wearied you, how will you com-
pete with horses?” (12:5, ESV).  God was encouraging Jeremiah to rise 
above the crowds, mediocrity, and unfaithfulness and to faithfully 
fulfill his ministry as he soared above the commonplace and ran his 
race in faithful obedience.  That’s good advice for us as well.  Why be 
content to be average, to just be one of the crowd, to do as little as 
you can, when God is giving you the opportunity to reach for the 
stars?  That’s what we are talking about when we say, “Let’s raise the 
bar!”  How about it?  Why run with the ordinary when you can run with 
the horses?
