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One of the major responsibilities of the kings of Israel was
to lead the people in the ways of God. After the division of
the Kingdom into the nations of Israel and Judah in 933 B.
C., not a single one of the nineteen kings of Israel was
faithful to God and only a few of the twenty kings of Judah
sought to follow God. A handful of Judah's kings were
faithful and brought about religious reform in the country.
One of these good kings was Asa. He restored the frue
worship of God and made a covenant that he and all the peo-
ple would "seek the Lord God of their fathers with all their
heart and with all their soul” (2 Chron. 15:12). God says of
Asa, "The heart of Asa was loyal all his days" (2 Chron.
15:17). In a time when our nation has long since left the
biblical principles upon which our forefathers built this
country and in a time when there are gigantic problems in
the nation and in the world, would it not be the part of wis-
dom to return to sanity and remember that "righteousness
exalts a nation, but sin is a reproach to any people” (Prov.
14:34)? And in the church and in our personal lives, would it
not be good for us to recall that "the Lord is with you while
you are with him. If you seek him, he will be found by you;
but if you forsake him, he will forsake you" (2 Chron. 15:2)?
Knowing this, King Asa brought about reform in Judah and
"the heart of Asa was loyal all his days." That's itl Let us
have loyal hearts all of our days!
