“An Open Letter to Fathers” 
Dear Dad, 

       The day you began to be called Dad was a wonderful day in your life.  

After the long months of waiting, the day finally arrived and you went with 

Mom to the hospital.  There was more waiting and then it happened.  You might 

have waited in another place with family and friends with you, or you might 

have been in the delivery room but either way the miracle of birth took place 

and the doctor said to a beaming you, “You have a son (or daughter)!”  Do you 

remember how you felt?  How did you feel when you looked upon that little 

face for the first time?  What thoughts went through your mind as you held 

your own child for the first time?  You were so happy, so humbled, so proud 

and so blessed.  You no doubt knew that this child was a gift from God.  David 

said, “Children are a heritage from the Lord, the fruit of the womb is His re-

ward” (Psalm 127:3).  You might have also thought of your new responsibilities 

-- not only to provide food, clothing, and shelter for the child, but also to 

train, educate, and help the child develop into a good person.  There is no 

greater responsibility given to a father than this: “And you, fathers, do not 

provoke your children to wrath, but bring them up in the training and admoni-

tion of the Lord” (Ephesians 6:4).  As the years went by you were involved in 

the activities of your child.  There were school activities, ballgames, scouts, 

family outings, and wants which often out ran needs.  Do you remember?  You 

were a good dad.  Your child loved you and you spent some real quality times 

with him but, what about the spiritual development of your child?  Have you 

emphasized Christ, the church, Bible classes, and worship more than other 

things?  Have you taken to heart the need to be the spiritual leader for your 

child?  Does he see you as God’s man, a man who loves Jesus and who insists 

that his child is in church?  Does he see you as an example of what he is to be 

in God’s sight?  One of the saddest laments of Scripture is in the words of 

David when he cried for his son Absalom, after the boy’s untimely death: “O 

my son Absalom, my son, my son Absalom, if I had only died in your place! O 

Absalom my son, my son!” (2 Samuel 18:33).  What is not evident in this la-

ment is the fact that David had neglected Absalom -- he had never trained his 

son, disciplined his son, or provided spiritual leadership for his son.  Absalom 

did not need for David to die for him -- he needed spiritual training and exam-

ple.  It was too late for David, but it may not be for you.  Do right by your 

child.  Do what you know you should.  Give you child the greatest gift you can 

ever give him -- a faithful Christian father.  Begin today!  I hope to see you 

in church this Sunday -- with you child!

The Honduras Mission Team will leave very early 
next Friday morning to go to the Nashville airport. 
From there we will fly to Houston, Texas, to connect 
to a flight that will carry us to Tegucigalpa, Hondu-
ras.  After going through customs we will immedi-
ately load a bus and go to a grocery store to buy our 
week’s supply of food. 
 
During our time in Honduras, we will build houses, 
visit orphanages, hospitals, medical clinics, and host a 
VBS (in Spanish) to the villages around Tegucigalpa.
