"UNSUNG HEROES”

Have you noticed the number of people named by Paul in his
epistles about whom we know so little? They were his
friends and co-workers who meant much to him, but all that
we know about some of them is that they served Christ and
helped Paul. These people are the unsung heroes of the
early church. Heroes of the faith often go unnamed in
Scripture. In Acts 11:19-26, the gospel was preached to
Gentiles by human initiative for the first time. Philip had
preached fto the Samaritans early, but they were part Jew-
ish. Peter had preached to Cornelius, a Gentile, but that
was by God's initiative. In Acts 11, we see one of the most
important events that took place in the infant church. The
gospel went to Gentiles in Antioch and, from the church
planted there, Paul launched three great missionary jour-
neys that took the gospel to the entire Roman world. How-
ever, the ones who started the work were never named. To-
day it is still true -- many serve quietly behind the scenes.
Their names are never in the headlines. However, they re-
member that in order for the church, the body of Christ, to
function properly, each member must do his part (Ephesians
4:16). As each member does his part, whether in the fore-
front or in the shadows, the work of the Church gets done
and God is glorified. So, to those unsung heroes who just
keep on serving, whether anyone notices or not, T want to
say, "Thank you and God bless you!" In the days ahead per-
haps others will be encouraged to be the unsung heroes of
the church as well.
