“Delight Yourself in the Lord” 
 

God’s prophet Isaiah wrote to Israel, a nation that had grown tired of 
her religion.  She still went through the motions of serving God but 
her heart was far from him.  To say that this attitude offended God is 
to use an inadequate word.  Israel had wounded God, grieved God, and 
broken the heart of God.  In Isaiah 58 the prophet showed that Is-
rael’s religion did not affect her living.  She was dishonest in business, 
violent, contentions, unkind, unfair--in a word Israel was unrighteous.  
Yet God was gracious and ever stood ready to bless his people when 
they would turn to him with all their hearts.  In Isaiah 58:13 the Lord 
said, “If you turn away your foot from the Sabbath, from doing your 
pleasure on my holy day, and call the Sabbath a delight, the holy day 
of the Lord honorable, and shall honor him, not doing your own ways, 
nor finding your own pleasure, nor speaking your own words....” Of 
course the Sabbath was the seventh day of the week and was a vital 
part of the Law of Moses (see Ex. 20:8-11).  The Law, including the 
Sabbath, has been taken away by Christ (Eph. 2:15; Rom. 7:4-6).  How-
ever, there is an important principle here.  Christians observe the 
first day of the week, the day upon which Christ was raised from the 
dead, the day the church began, and the special day upon which the 
church met.  Ancient Israel violated her special day by failing to give 
the day to God, by failing to live right on the other days of the week, 
by following her own ways, by doing her own pleasure, and by speaking 
her own words (Isa. 58:13).    What do we do to the Lord’s Day when 
we fail to live right on the other six days, when we do our own thing, 
find our own pleasure, and speak our own words?  Just as the Sabbath 
was unlike other days, so the Lord’s Day is unique.  Should not the 
Lord’s Day be a special time for honoring God?  God told Israel that if 
she would delight herself in the Lord on his day then he would bless 
her (Isa. 58:14).  What blessings we forfeit today when we forget to 
delight ourselves in the Lord by remembering him on his day...and 
every day!
